Despite the odds the program has been kept active and it is the perfect
moment to reflect on its limitations and the solutions. Finally, we would like to
encourage you to stay on the Friday afternoon and learn about the clinical projects
around transplantation across all organs in Switzerland.

Last but not least, don’t miss the coordinators’ corner with a program elaborated by
the STDA, the STS Excellence and Innovation awards as well as the STS awards after
the presentation of the 6 highest ranking papers selected.

The Board of the Society, the scientific committee and myself look forward to welcome
you in Thun. Come and join us for interesting discussions and networking!
